Dear Parents,

Thank you for your interest in Beechwood School. The following is an explanation of the admissions
process. There are several steps to complete:

1. Fill out an application. (Deadline is February 13+, 2020)

2. Submit a $25 nonrefundable application fee.

3. Attach a current picture of the child.

4. If your child is applying for 1+grade, attach a copy of the current report card for
Kindgergarten, for 2~ and 3+ grade, attach transcripts of the previous year as well as the
current year. For students entering 4* — 8" grade, their transcripts must reflect the two
previous academic years plus the current year.

5. Provide proof of residence (ex. utility bill)

6. Visit Beechwood for a screening. Grades one and two visit for half a day and grades three
through eight visit for an entire day. Visits will be scheduled for the week of March 2=
through March 6-.

7. Parents, by appointment, visit Beechwood and meet with the Principal or School Board
Member for an interview. A tour of the campus and classrooms is available by request.

8. An admissions exam will be administered to the student before a final decision is made.

In grades one through eight, the number of openings varies each year. There is no waitlist by order of
application.

Acceptances letters for new students in first through eighth grades are mailed by April 27=.
Beechwood has a mandatory, 219 day, year-round calendar for grades 1+- 4. Acceptances take place for
June and August placement. First through 4+ grade begin school on June 15+ in our full-day program
(8:25am — 3pm). Students in 5* through 8* grade begin on August 31~ in our extended-day program
(8:10-4:00pm, except 5* who has a full day program).

Beechwood acceptances are based on the following criteria:

* Demonstrated commitment of parents to the education of their children and willingness to
meet the parental expectations of the school.

* Behavioral history and developmental appropriateness of the child.

e Skill level performance sufficient to participate in the grade to which they are applying.
* Residence in East Palo Alto or Menlo Park.

* Siblings of current returning students are given preference.

Beechwood School has the following expectations from parents:

e Parents at Beechwood are actively involved in their child’s learning. Parents introduce



vocabulary at every opportunity, take their child to stimulating environments for direct
experiences, read to their child, provide quiet consistent time for reading and studying, provide a
nutritious diet, insure appropriate sleep schedules, and monitor and restrict exposure to television

and video games. Parents impart to their children the importance and fun of learning through
modeling a life long love of learning.

e Parents at Beechwood place a high priority on the social and moral development of their child by

having consistent and high expectations for manners and behaviors, and by having discipline
methods that develop self-control and self- discipline.

* Parents at Beechwood are involved with the school through attending school events, Parent’s
Advisory meetings, parent-teacher conferences and by contributing time to the school. Parents

are expected to volunteer time throughout each year and attend educational classes themselves in

order to continue enrollment.

e Parents at Beechwood give a high priority to their child’s education. All parents pay tuition even
though 85% of all students’ tuition is subsidized by the California Family Foundation. Parents
give education a priority in their budget, and all parents meet the tuition obligation in a timely
manner. Tuition for the 2020-2021 school year will be $200 a month (32,400/yr. for I*' — 4™
grade in the year-round program and $2,000/yr. for 5" — 8" grade).

e Parents at Beechwood recognize that raising children is an enormous challenge and participate in

parenting support groups/education classes each year to know other parents, expand their
parenting skills, to find support from other parents and to provide support for others.
Participation is required in order to continue enrollment.

Estimados Padres,

Gracias por su interés en la escuela Beechwood. Lo siguiente es una explicacion del proceso de
admision. Hay varios pasos a seguir:

1. Llene y entregue la aplicacion (La Fecha limite para entregar la aplicacion es Febrero
13, 2020.)

2. Entregue la aplicacion con una cuota de $25 que no es reembolsable.

Incluya una foto actual del nifio/a.

4. Si su nifo esta aplicando para 1° incluya una copia de la boleta actual de calificaciones de

Kinder. Para los que aplican al 2° o 3° grado, incluya una copia de las calificaciones y exdmenes

estatales del afio anterior y el actual. Para los estudiantes que estan aplicando para los grados 4° a

8°, la aplicacion tiene que ser acompafada por calificaciones y exdmenes estatales de dos afios

anteriores y el actual.

Incluya una prueba de residencia (ex. un cobro de utilidades)

6. Los estudiantes aplicando para los grados de 1°y 2° visitaran la escuela por medio dia y los
estudiantes aplicando a los grados de 3° a 8° grado visitaran Beechwood por un dia entero
durante la semana del 2 al 6 de Marzo.

7. Los padres tendrdn que hacer una cita para visitar la escuela y tener una entrevista con el
Director o un miembro de la Mesa Directiva de la escuela. Si desea un recorrido de la escuela y
de los salones necesita pedirlo cuando haga su cita.

8. Al estudiante se le dard un examen para ver su nivel académico antes de tomar una decision
final.
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Para los grados del 1° al 8° el numero de lugares disponibles varia cada afio y depende del grado. No hay
lista de espera por orden de aplicacidn.

Las cartas de aceptacidn para los grados de 1° a 8° grado serdn enviadas para el 27 de Abril.
Beechwood tiene un afio académico redondo, con 219 dias escolares obligatorios, para los estudiantes
menores de 1° a 4° grado. Las admisiones para estos grados son para junio y agosto. Los estudiantes de
1° al 4- grado comienzan el 15 de Junio en el programa de dia completo (8:25am — 3pm). Los
estudiantes de 5° a 8° grado comienzan el 31 de Agosto en el programa de dia largo (8:10-4:00pm,
excepto el 5° que tiene el programa de dia completo).

Las aceptaciones a Beechwood son basadas en los siguientes criterios:

*  Que los padres demuestren que estin comprometidos con la educacion de sus nifios y estdn
dispuestos a cumplir con los deberes que se esperan de los padres de Beechwood.

* Historial de comportamiento y desarrollo apropiado del nifio.
* Habilidades necesarias y estar al nivel que se necesita para participar en el grado al que se esta
aplicando.



* Que sea residente de East Palo Alto o Menlo Park.
* Los familiares inmediatos de estudiantes que estdn regresando a Beechwood tienen preferencia.

La Escuela Beechwood tiene las siguientes expectativas para los padres.

* Los padres de Beechwood estan envueltos activamente en la educacion de sus nifios. Los padres
introducen vocabulario nuevo en cualquier oportunidad que se presente. Llevan a sus nifios a
lugares estimulantes que les ofrezcan experiencias directas, leen con sus nifios, proveen un
tiempo consistente y callado para que sus nifios puedan leer y estudiar, proveen una dieta
nutritiva, se aseguran de que sus nifios tengan un horario apropiado para dormir, y supervisan y
limitan el tiempo que ven television. Los padres les ensefnan a sus nifios la importancia y lo
divertido de aprender dando un ejemplo de amor constante por el aprendizaje.

* Los padres de Beechwood ponen en alta prioridad el desarrollo social y moral de sus nifios al
tener unas expectaciones altas y consistentes hacia su comportamiento y buenas costumbres y
teniendo métodos de disciplina que desarrollen control de si mismos y la autodisciplina.

* Los padres de Beechwood estan envueltos en la escuela asistiendo a los eventos, las juntas del
Consejo de Padres, las conferencias de padres y maestros y contribuyendo su tiempo a la escuela.
La escuela espera que los padres hagan horas de trabajo voluntario en la escuela y asistan a
clases educacionales ellos también cada afio para poder continuar registrandose en la escuela.

* Los padres de Beechwood le dan una alta prioridad a la educacién de sus nifios. Todos los padres
pagan colegiatura aunque el 85% de la colegiatura de los estudiantes es pagada por la Fundacién
Familiar de California. Los padres le dan prioridad a la educacién en sus presupuestos, y todos
los padres hacen los pagos de la colegiatura a tiempo. La colegiatura para el afio escolar 2020-
2021 sera de $200 al mes (32,400 al afio para 1° a 4° grado en el programa de aiio rendondo y
$2,000 al aiio para 5° a 8° grado).

* Los padres de Beechwood reconocen que educar a sus nifios es un reto muy grande y participan
en grupos de apoyo para padres y clases de educacion para padres cada afio, para conocer a otros
padres, desarrollar sus habilidades como padres, para encontrar apoyo de otros padres, y para
proveer apoyo para otros. La participacion en esto es requerida para continuar con la inscripcion.
